Acute

Exposure Standards: No exposure details available

Engineering Controls: Maintain adequate ventilation at all times. In most circumstances natural

ventilation systems are adequate unless the material is heated, reacted or
otherwise changed in some type of chemical reaction, then the use of a local
exhaust ventilation system is recommended.

Storage and Transport: Store in a cool place and out of direct sunlight. Store away from sources of heat
or ignition. Store away from oxidizing agents. Keep containers closed, when
not using the product. Store in original packages as approved by manufacturer.

Spills and Disposal: Material may be slippery when spilt. Walk cautiously. Ventilate area. Wear
protective equipment to prevent skin and eye contact, as outlined under

Hazardous Decomposition Products: Decomposes on heating emitting oxides of
carbon.
